Internship Responsibilities
1. Attend CRM Training
2. Monitor prospective student engagement in CRM
3. Respond to student requests for information
4. Organize and execute departmental visit days
5. Lead departmental tours for prospective students and visiting families
6. Organize calling nights and social media events to engage prospective students
7. Represent the department at CALS and departmental recruiting events. These may include off-campus outreach activities 
8. Coordinate departmental participation at CALS New Student Orientation 
9. Meet weekly with the internship field supervisor (30-60-minute meetings conducted in-person or virtually)
